TAG Team FAQ’s

All you ever wanted to know (and then some)

1. What is the TAG?

The TAG (Teen Advisory Group) is a group of high school students from the Greater Hartford area who help The Amistad Center for Art & Culture engage other teens while expanding their own knowledge and relationship with the museum and building their fundamental skills. The TAG assists in marketing select programs by identifying interpretive and educational links to program of specific interest to area teens.

To make a long story short, the TAG does what it takes to involve teens with the arts, whether the results in producing cultural events for teens (social gatherings, talent shows, art exhibitions, etc.) or offer guided tours of our exhibitions.

2. Why should I apply to the TAG?

Have you been listening? The TAG is FUN! You get to meet new people, learn about museum professions, be involved in the arts, enhance your resume and college portfolio, and be a voice for your generation by doing innovative things for area teens and the Greater Hartford community.

3. Will I be paid?

Good question. The TAG offers a unique opportunity for high school students, an opportunity that is priceless. 

But yes, there is a small stipend (read: not a huge amount) available to all active teens. The purpose of the stipend is to defray transportation costs, etc. Teens will be given $5.15 an hour for their attendance at meetings as well as events and training. 

4. When does the TAG meet?

Meeting times are developed by the TAG with a minimum of two meetings per month, usually Friday evenings. Additional meetings will become necessary during the planning of events and/or the production of publications, etc.

5. How much of my time will the TAG take up?

The TAG is a serious commitment. It requires time and dedication. Teens who cannot devote the time should not apply. Besides, how can you create videos and magazines, produce events and programs, if you don’t invest time?

Meetings aren’t long if everyone comes prepared to work.

6. How much input will I get as a TAG member?

The best thing about the TAG is that the members are free to be as creative as their minds will allow, under the supervision of the Advisor, of course.

7. What has the TAG done so far?

In their first few months together about 4 years ago, TAG members at that time created a video documentary about youth culture in Hartford; specifically highlighting hip hop culture and skateboarding. The video was shown during The Amistad Center’s Juneteenth Family Day to an excited audience. 

More recently, TAG has hosted Teen Film Night at the museum and hip hop tour to New York City. 

8. How can I join TAG? 

To join the TAG, fill out an application and return it to The Amistad Center for Art & Culture. If we think your qualifications and interests match the TAG’s needs, you will be called for an informal meeting with the group. You will later be notified of your acceptance.
